Born 
November 1st, 1943 in Argentina, Mr. Garcia Hamilton lived through interesting experiences during the government 
of Peron, who took over the government of Argentina a few months prior to Mr. Garcia Hamilton's birth, on June 4th, 
1943. Mr. Garcia Hamilton's grandfather was an entrepreneur, initiating a newspaper, La Gaceta, something he later 
emulated by following suit and starting operations with El Pueblo de Tucuman. He provides insight on why nations 
such as the United States, the United Kingdom, and many others grow. The thinking processes required by a country 
to grow and prosper are explained in detail, but the key factor mentioned by the author is finding in these prosperous 
nations democratic forms of government that promote and defend individual rights while protecting individual 
accomplishments and the acquisition of property, whether intellectual or material.
